The World Bank approved additional grant
financing of US$50 million equivalent grant from the IDA20
Crisis Response Window Early Response Financing (CRW ERF) as
additional financing to the SRASP (SRASP AF).

The development objective of the SRASP AF is to strengthen the
foundations for a more resilient agricultural sector and
support emergency interventions to address food and nutrition
security in Tajikistan. The project will provide additional
financing (AF) for the following components: (i) strengthening
seed, seedling, and planting material systems; (ii) support
investments in agri-logistical centers (ALCs) for horticulture
value chains; (iii) strengthen public capacity for crises
prevention and management; and (iv) project management and
coordination.
