The Gorno-Badakhshan Autonomous Region is one of the most beautiful
corners of Tajikistan, which is always under the close attention of
the Government of the Republic of Tajikistan.

In the direction of agricultural sector reform and the implementation
of the state strategy for ensuring food security in the country,
within the framework of the “Strengthening Resilience of the
Agriculture Sector Project”, elite group seed potatoes “Krona” and
“Galla” were delivered to seed farms in the Gorno-Badakhshan
Autonomous Region through a convoy, along with the supply of mineral
fertilizers.

At the same time, experts from the State Institution “Agriculture
Entrepreneurship Development” provided valuable advice on the planting
of seed potatoes, the application of mineral fertilizers, and the
observance of agricultural techniques for its cultivation in seed
farms.

June 24, 2023

On January 18th, in Dushanbe, a grant agreement for additional
financing of the “Strengthening Resilience of the Agriculture
Sector Project” was signed between the Republic of Tajikistan
and the International Development Association. The main
objective of the project is to strengthen the foundation of a
sustainable agricultural sector and support emergency measures
to address food security issues in Tajikistan.

The total cost of the project amounts to 39 million Special
Drawing Rights, equivalent to 50 million US dollars.

The grant agreements were signed by the Minister of Finance of
the Republic of Tajikistan, Fayziddin Kakhhorzoda, and the
Resident Representative of the World Bank in Tajikistan, Ozan
Sevimli.

As part of the preparations for the implementation of
additional financing for the “Strengthening Resilience of the
Agriculture Sector Project” a series of public consultations
were conducted in accordance with the work plan. The
consultations involved representatives from the State Unitary
Enterprise “Khurokvori”, the State Sanitary and
Epidemiological Surveillance Service of the Ministry of Health
and Social Protection of the Population of the Republic of
Tajikistan, the Tajik Agricultural Research and Production
Center, and the relevant departments of the Ministry of
Agriculture of the Republic of Tajikistan, as well as other
stakeholders. The consultations took place at the Ministry of
Agriculture and the Department of Agriculture of the Khatlon
Region.

The social and environmental experts from the State
Institution “Agriculture Entrepreneurship Development”
presented a report on the updated documents related to the
social and environmental aspects of the “Strengthening
Resilience of the Agriculture Sector Project”

It is worth noting that the additional financing aims to
strengthen the crisis resilience of the agricultural sector
and ensure food security in Tajikistan.

June 24, 2023

On June 15, 2022, in Dushanbe, under the leadership of the
Deputy Prime Minister of the Republic of Tajikistan, Mr.
Ziyozoda Sulaimon, the inaugural meeting of the Project
Steering Committee for the “Strengthening Resilience of the
Agriculture Sector Project” took place. In accordance with the
project management guidelines, the Deputy Prime Minister
serves as the chairperson of the Project Steering Committee.



The committee 1is entrusted with the following broad
responsibilities: (i) development of guiding policy principles
and provision of overall supervision and strategic guidance;
(1ii) review of project progress towards achieving the
project’s objectives; (iii) review and approval of Annual Work
Plans and Budgets (AWPBs) consolidated and submitted by the
Project Management Unit (PMU); (iv) review and approval of the
Annual Project Implementation Report prepared by the PMU and
oversight of corrective actions for implementation; and (v)
ensuring interagency coordination, harmonization, and donor
alignment. The Project Steering Committee will hold 1its
meetings twice a year, with a primary focus on reviewing and
approving the Annual Work Plans and Budgets and monitoring the
project’s effectiveness based on annual and semi-annual
reports.

During his opening remarks, Deputy Prime Minister Ziyozoda
Sulaimon approved the composition of the Project Steering
Committee. The meeting also featured introductory speeches by
Mr. Teklu Tesfaye, representing the World Bank, and Mr. Oleg
Guchkeldiev, representing the Food and Agriculture
Organization (FAOQO) in Tajikistan.

The meeting agenda included a progress report on the
implementation of the “Strengthening Resilience of the
Agriculture Sector Project”, delivered by Mr. D. Satori,
Director of the State Institution “Agriculture
Entrepreneurship Development” Mr. B. Kurbanov, Deputy Director
and Project Coordinator, and Mr. I. Muradov, Chief Accountant.
